As you may or may not know, the pilots are divided into four classes
according to their ability and experience. Everyone starts out in Standard class until
such time as he scores 210 points in two separate competitions in the same year then
they progress to the Seniors. Once again, when they achieve two promotion scores in
the same year they move into Masters. Finally they can progress to the highest class
named FAI because this is the standard flown at all International competitions.

At our competition we had all four
classes and our very own Mel
Garlick was flying in Standard class
and having got one set of
promotion points in a previous
comp was keen to get another set.
Would he do it?

In the first round which started the

competition, Mel had a very good

flight starting the procedures at about 9.45 am and had a very good flight missing out on
promotion by only %2 a point. | know what this feels like as | myself missed out on three
flights a few years ago by the same margin. Still there were always rounds 2 and 3.

Sadly it was not to be at Warboys this year that he progresses to Seniors but I'm sure it
won’t be long now.



All the competitors really enjoyed a
relaxed and friendly comp and we
were fortunate to have Brandon
Ransley flying in FAI and Judging
Seniors where he was extremely
helpful in explaining where they were
losing points and how to address the
problems. Brandon won the FAIl
trophy which is hardly surprising as
he has represented England on many
occasions and has consistently been
our highest placed team member.

Of great interest to me and many of

the other fliers, were the two electric
models that were competing. Sam Wraggs Lazulite was particularly impressive
competing on equal terms with the Yamada YS160DZ fuel injected and supercharged 4
strokes that dominate the domestic scene.

Sam told me that the motor was a geared Hacker pulling about 120 amps from the Lipo
battery which was a Kokam 6500. Don’t know what voltage it was but Sam reckoned
that it cost a hefty £600. The model had unlimited vertical performance and even
accelerated upwards.

All'in all, it was an excellent day for all and they all expressed their appreciation to the
club members for allowing them to use our wonderful site. It is becoming increasingly
difficult for the GBRCAA to get access to good flying sites and they pay us £35 for the
privilege. Together with the proceeds from the raffle organised and run entirely by Mel’s
wife Jayne who also did all the scoring on the day as well as the family donating all 14
prizes, the total came to £80 to the club funds. Mel's son Gavin also looked after the
transmitter pound all day and so my grateful thanks go the entire family for their support
and efforts.
